Being a pitbull in a shelter is bad enough but being deaf (Beethoven right) or having a terrible case of dermadex mange and a thyroid condition (Belle left) can be a death sentence. Fortunately, these handicaps are never a deterrent to RSVP. These loving dogs were rescued and given a chance when RSVP took them into their care. Both found wonderful adoptive homes. RSVP followed up with home visits to ensure a successful and lasting placement. Six months later arrangements were made for both dogs to have playdates and they seem to remember each other. They share a passion for playing and truly enjoy the company of one another.
